After a 
delayed and sad start to our year, we are settling in and adjusting to our new normal. We 
continue to ask for prayers for Mr. Parra and his family. We are happy to have welcomed 
Mr. Matt Pflum as our interim custodian. Matt has volunteered at CCA in the past and he 
and his children all graduated from here. Matt will help out until a more permanent 
replacement is made. 
 
Lauren Monaghan recently conducted a retreat for our 6th graders at Immaculate 
Conception Church. The retreat provided students the opportunity to step away from the 
busy rhythms of life and pray, rest, and reflect. The theme of this retreat, "You Matter, 
You Belong!" was all about reminding students that they are beloved children of God, 
infinitely precious and good.

Each month, 
students from PreK - 8th grade are introduced to a new virtue and a fitting saint that 
exemplifies that virtue. Monthly virtue home projects are assigned throughout the grades 
so that this virtue can become a habit and not just a word.
